Scoring system for Physics II
100 pts – maximum of pts, which can be obtained during semester

25 pts – minimum of pts required for the assessment
55 pts – a student can choose 2 of the total 3 questions at the exam

70 pts - minimum of pts required for passing the exam without examination – grade E 

Points can be obtained for:

1. Reports – 20 pts 

2. Written tests – 60 pts 

3. Internet tests – 10 pts

4. Activity – 10 pts

The examiner obtains information about your score at the end of semester.

Scoring:

1. Laboratory reports

Each student is obligated to submit 5 reports; each of them will be marked. Scoring range for one report is from –2 to +5 points. Four best reports will be taken into account for points from laboratories. 

Guidelines for preparing laboratory protocols and preparations for measurements can be found in the textbook “Physics I-II Laboratory manual” or on http://aldebaran.feld.cvut.cz .

2. Written tests

During semester will be written two tests - 30 points maximum each.

Recommended process of solutions (and correction) of problems:

· General formulae

· Solution of problem

· Obtained formula

· Numerical result and unit

3. Internet tests

There are 5 electronical tests available on the internet associated with laboratory measurements. They are focused on laboratory experiments (5 tests). Each test consists of 8 questions with single choice answers. Answering all questions correctly brings 2 points to the student from the particular test, so he/she can gain up to 10 points from all tests. Undergoing these tests is voluntary and optional and serves just as additional source of points. These tests can be repeated in case of failure. Number of attempts is restricted to 2 per day for each topic.
4. Activity in Seminars and Laboratory Exercises

Positive points – for homework assignments, solution of a problem at the blackboard, an excellent preparation for measurement, etc.

Negative points – for a principal lack of knowledge or preparation for measurement

Final exam:  A student is given 1 problem to solve and 3 questions from the list. 
If the student gains at least 55 points from the semester, he/she can choose two questions from the list of the total three given to him/her, which are more comfortable to him/her. 

If the student gains at least 70 points from the semester, he/she can obtain grade E from the final exam without examination.
