Scoring system for Physics 2
Assessment conditions
The maximum reachable amount of points from semester is 70. Points from semester go with each student to the exam, where they create a part of the final mark according to the exam rules.
Conditions for assessment acquirement:
1. to gain at least 30 points, 

2. to successfully submit reports from laboratory experiments according to the teacher’s instructions. 
Points can be gained by:
1. Written tests, max. 40 points
Two tests by 20 points max. will be written during the semester. Both of them will take part in scheduled time of laboratory exercises (typically 8th + 13th week). Recommended procedure for solution and classification (for students and teachers): 

·  Basic formulae 

·  General solution 
·  Final formula 

·  Numerical result with correct unit 

2. Laboratories – lab report submission is performed according to the teacher’s instructions, by Moodle in a standard way. Students are supposed to study experiment manuals and instructions for the lab report creation. Everybody prepares his/her lab report on his/her own. Lab reports are evaluated by points. Students are given a feedback and an option to repair/improve the first set of lab reports. Students also have an exercise book, where all measured experiments are recorded, processed and the results are commented. The exercise book is also evaluated by points at the end of semester. If the labs will not be performed in standard presence form, videos of demo experiments will be prepared. Students will receive the measured data necessary for the report creation. The maximum number points that can a student get from laboratories is 20. 
3. Tests on the internet – there are 5 electronical tests available on the internet. They are focused on laboratory experiments. Each test consists of 8 questions with single choice answers. Answering all questions correctly brings 1 point to the student from the particular test, so he/she can gain up to 5 points from all tests. Undergoing these tests is voluntary and optional and serves just as additional source of points. These tests can be repeated in case of failure. Number of attempts is restricted to 2 per day for each topic. The tests can be done anytime from the beginning of 2nd week until the end of 13th week of the semester. 
4. Activity – calculating problems at the blackboard by the student can be rewarded by points, depending on the difficulty and teachers’ decision. Voluntary homework can be a source of activity points as well. A student can gain up to 5 points for the activity. 
Examination conditions
1. An assessment from Physics 2 not older than 2 years 

2. The exam starts with written test. A student answers given questions in written form, the time limit for the test is 90 minutes. The answers are marked and the total of 30 points can be gained this way. 

3. Then the oral part of exam follows and each student defends a mark according to the table below. The column resulting in better mark is taken into account.
